Association members.  
 
Nominations should be limited to an individual, organization, or corporation who has not been a 
recipient of the Award within the last ten years.  
 
The Library Awareness Committee will review all nominations and recommend a recipient to the 
Association's Executive Committee prior to the Board meeting before the Annual Conference.  
 
The Chair of the Committee will then notify the recipient of the Award to ensure their presence 
at the Awards Program. 
 
The Award, which will consist of a plaque from the Association, will be presented at the Awards
